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The inability of the capitalist Islamic regime to control 
social movements and the emergence of mass 

uprisings is affected by the rise of workers’ protests 
that have spread since the 2000’s against capitalist 
policies, including the attack on the standard of 
living, the imposition of poverty, and the increase in 

the cost of living, demonstrates the current political 
situation in Iran. 
The terrified Islamic capitalist regime crackdown on 

organized workers’ social organizations led to the 
arrest, imprisonment, torture and firing of social 
activists and workers’ representatives in workplace, 

but the protests spread more amongst various 
sections of society and led to the uprisings of 2017, 
2019, and 2022. Unfortunately, these upheavals, 

despite the passionate  presence of women and 
youth and their achievements, were crushed down by 
brutal repression and subsided and they could not 

become comprehensive, organized and powerful 
movements. The past years experiences 
demonstrated that the worker’s protests, as well as 

any kind of social uprisings for fundamental changes 
in economic, social, political and cultural fields need 
class organized forces that have organize/themselves 

in social organizations. Only such movements can 
dismantle the organized monstrosity of capitalism. 
the Islamic regime and its regional rivals, as well as 

western governments are aware of this point, and in 
such a situation, where the political situation in Iran 
continue with daily social protests of the working 

class and the oppressed masses and expanding with 
organizing, various sections of bourgeoisie are 
overtaking one another by riding the wave of protest 
in order to keep the system within the framework of 

capitalism relations. The Islamic regime’s tricks, such 
as government made apparatus like Basij, etc., 

(alongside repression and imprisonment), with 
policies of Solidarity Center and social democrats are 
all in common to prevent stable and independent 
workers’ organizations and the oppressed masses in 

Iran. The declaration of the “Confederation of Iranian 
workers- abroad” in Berlin under the political 
umbrella of the German National Union(DGB) and the 

Financial Foundation of Social Democratic Party of 
Germany(Friedrich Ebert Foundation in February 
2024 is also chosen in this framework. 

It is clear from the beginning that the “Iranian 
Worker Confederation '', from its title, and the way it 
was declared to its constitution, has anti-worker 

characteristics and stands against the workers’ social 
and political organization. But it is not enough to 
mention it only, it is important to remember that only 

in continuous and daily struggle such tricks could be 
neutralized by the creation of organizations in the 
work and life environments and strengthening the 

foundation of the working class against all sorts of 
conspiracies of various sections of bourgeoisie. 
Workers by creation of their national organizations 

from the bottom can form a powerful social force. 
Only in such a trend can the working class be able to 
defeat all sorts of bourgeoisie's tricks and plans to 
deceive worker’s struggles.

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The minimum wage of 11 million in 

1403 (2024) means more and more 

poverty and misery 

 

According to the resolution of the Supreme Labor 

Council, the minimum wage of workers in 

1403(2024) compared to 1402(2023) increased by 

35.3%. According to the percentage announced by 

Sulat Mortazavi, the Minister of Labor, the minimum 

wage of workers, including the basic wage and other 

benefits and items, will be 11 million 

Toman(US$220.00) per month in 1403(2024). 

According to the claims of the so-called labor 

members of the Supreme Labor Council, this increase 

in the minimum wages of workers has been 

approved without their signature. Of course, even 

though these "labor representatives" admitted that 

the cost of living is 22,886,431 Toman(US$460.00) 

per month, but they proposed a 25% lower wage for 

1403((2024) and about 17 million 

Toman(US$340.00) per month. The result is that 

despite the rampant inflation and the astronomical 

increase in the cost of living that even 30 to 40 

million Toman(US$600 to $800) is no longer enough 

for a family of four, and millions of workers have to 

live with wages three times below the poverty line, 

which is not sustainable in any way. 

The minimum wage of the workers is determined 

every year in the Supreme Labor Council, which 

consists of 9-10 representatives of the government 

and the employer and the so-called labor 

representatives, and in the name of tripartism and 

with the claim of workers' involvement in determining 

their livelihood, anti-labor decisions of the 

government and Employers are imposed on workers 

and wage earners by this tripartism. Through these 

formality and show representatives, they deprive the 

workers of any objection to the decision of the 

Supreme Labor Council and make the capitalist 

system stronger year by year and the wage earners 

poorer. In fact, the fate of millions of workers in this 

supreme labor council is dragged to ruin at the 

beginning of every year…      Read more this link 

Statement of "Black Tuesdays" striking prisoners:
