Dream of owning home by workers 

There is no chance of owning a home for workers 

and to become a house owner, they must work for a 

thousand year. Ashkan, a 40 years old worker, does 

brick laying everyday and will never own a home. 

Staggering price increase in housing and cuts in 

buying power has made the dream of ownership for 

him and million other workers only an illusion. 

Ashkan wakes up every day at 5 in the morning and 

leaves home from a typical sleep that imagines home 

ownership. He is 40 years old, married and the father 

of two kids. He leaves quickly to catch a bus from a 

home that only has one room and is in one of the 

marginal neighborhoods in Tehran. In fact, he begins 

a day of work and lays bricks for a set of homes that 

he will never live in. 

25 years ago, the minimum wage for a worker was 

around 50 thousand toman($US4.00). While it does 

not look much, at that time there was a chance for 

purchasing a small home. Nowadays in 2025, 

minimum wage for workers is around 8 million 

Toman($US100.00), but the poverty line is over 32 

million Toman($US400.00). An Ashkan with this kind 

of wage cannot even provide for the basic needs of 

his family and buying a home with each square foot 

costing 100 million Toman($US1,250.00) is 

impossible. Based on the Central Bank statistics in 

the midsummer of this year the average cost of a 

house in Tehran has been almost 89 million toman 

per meter($US1,112.500). In September, monthly 

housing inflation was announced to be 2.9 percent…
